February Board Meeting: I did not observe that meeting but, at that time, the Board approved tuition increases of $9 per credit hour and fee increases of another $4. COD students starting with the summer semester will pay $129 per credit hour; dental hygiene and nursing students will pay double the price of other classes. COD’s tuition rate is the second highest in the state among junior colleges, behind Carl Sandburg College in Galesburg.
