Citizen Input: Jim Markley spoke against the sports center.  Stated that the Park district was over budget $800,000.  Secondly, he asked for an apology for way new commissioners were treated at the last meeting.

Bob Cornwall commended the board for building Ackerman Center.

The change in the way the minutes were written was discussed.  The minutes have been condensed:  a summary of activity rather than direct quotations of the commissioners.  The attorney advised that this was best practice.  Approval of the minutes voted on approved by 4-3, Creech, Kinzler and Nephew voted against.

Creech made a motion that the minutes contain a summary of public participation comments, thorough summary of all including discussion plus opposition viewpoint in addition to statutory requirements.  Motion failed 4-3 (Creech, Kinzler and Nephew voted for others voted against).  Transparency to the public was discussed.

New business:  Laurie Woods said that the budget must be on display for 30 days.  Budget discussion ensued.  Laurie woods put it on line 2 weeks ago.  There was a motion to put the budget on display for 30 days vote carried 4-3 (Hess, Aubrey, Dallman, Minogue for).

Next discussed payout orders. Motion to pay was unanimous.  Motion to buy 4 new machines and get rid of old machines unanimous.

Elected new board officers: President Ed Hess, Vice president Ron Aubrey and Treasurer William Dallman were elected.  All positions were unopposed except for Treasurer.  Creech was nominated for treasurer but Dallman won 4 to 3 (Creech, Kinzler and Nephew voted for Creech).

Corey Atwell was unanimously elected to serve as a representative to Western DuPage Special Recreation Association.

Voted on retaining same counsel for another year, the firm of Brooks, Adams and Tarulis.  Approved 4-3(Creech, Kinzler and Nephew opposed).

Voted on having three signatures on checks, President, Treasurer and Executive Director, approved unanimously.

Announcements followed and the meeting was adjourned.
